Overview of Full SBB (Starting 2024) 

Secondary school experience
1. Mixed form classes upon entering secondary school (G1, G2, G3)
2. Common curriculum subjects at lower secondary
3. Subjects to be offered at G1, G2 or G3, mapped from the standards of

the N(T), N(A) and Express subject levels respectively
4. Greater flexibility to offer subjects at various subject levels
5. Shift away from stream-based subject offerings

How has our school piloted Full SBB?

Implementing new ways of organising Sec 1 form classes

Since the start of 2020, we have successfully organised Sec 1 Form classes in new ways (with 

G1, G2 and G3 students). Students have interacted well with each other.

• They will take a set of subjects at a common level together for lower secondary Art, 

Character & Citizenship Education, Drama, Design & Technology, Food & Consumer 

Education, Music, and Physical Education.

• For all other subjects, they will be grouped in classes according to the level at which they 

offer each subject, i.e. G1, G2 or G3.
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Mixed Form Classes in Lower Secondary 

• Teachers in Full SBB Pilot schools observed an increase in students’ interactions 
with peers from different streams and positive outcomes arising from these 
interactions.

“It was a new experience for me to 
stand in front of the class and lead, but I 
enjoyed it as my Form Teachers and 
classmates were very supportive. 
Because everyone in the class is 
different, I learnt the importance of 
communicating with everyone 
respectfully. I think I have also grown to 
be braver and more outspoken in the 
process.”

Higher Mother Tongue Languages



• MOE Criteria:
• An overall PSLE Score of 8 or better  

OR

• An overall PSLE Score of 9 – 14 (inclusive); and attain 
– AL 1 / AL 2 in MTL or

– Distinction / Merit in HMTL

• For students who do not meet the MOE criteria to do Higher Mother
Tongue Language, the school will assess and offer students with
exceptional ability in their respective Mother Tongue Language and
who are able to cope with Higher Mother Tongue Language without
affecting their academic performance in other subjects.

Higher Mother Tongue Languages



• Sec 1 G2 / G3 MTL students who are taking the Mother
Tongue Languages will go through a writing proficiency
exercise in Term 1 Week 2 (conducted during Mother
Tongue lesson). This is to facilitate the allocation of the
suitable learning group based on the child’s learning ability
and needs.

• Mother Tongue Language Banded Class List and Higher
Mother Tongue Language Student List will be finalised in
Term 1 Week 3.

• Do not purchase any Mother Tongue Language textbook or
workbook before Term 1 Week 3.

SCHOOL RULES & 

GENERAL INFORMATION



APPROVED HAIRSTYLES FOR BOYS

· Hair must be short; back with a slope.

· Hair must not cover the ear and the fringes are not to touch the eyebrows.

· Hair must not be tinted or dyed.

· Outlandish and fanciful hairstyles (eg: permed, undercut, spiky styles) are not allowed.

· Ear accessories are not allowed.

· Facial hair is not allowed. Boys are expected to keep a clean-shaven look at all times.



APPROVED HAIRSTYLES FOR GIRLS

·Hair must not be tinted or dyed.

·Hair that is longer than the upper end of the collar must be tied up neatly.

·Fringe should not be touching eyebrows and long fringe must be neatly pinned 

up, clipped or tied in place.

·Wear only black or dark blue ribbons/hair band/hair clips.

·Outlandish and fanciful hairstyles (eg: permed, undercut, spiky styles) are not 

allowed. No hair extension is allowed.

·A pair of small and simple ear studs can be worn in the earlobe. They should 

be in black, blue, gold or silver colour.

·A pair of ear sticks (only transparent ones) can be worn in the ear lobe.

·No wearing of cosmetics (eg: coloured lip balms, foundation etc)



Policy on School Shoes



• Use of handphones is allowed ONLY during 
recess and after curriculum time at 4 designated 
places (Canteen, Sports Area, Study Pavilion, 
Foyer).
